Kearns Oquirrh Park Fitness Center is a 
community recreation center located in Kearns, 
Utah. A one for one swap of all 21 existing WiFi 
APs to Alta Labs AP6‑Pro APs has vastly increased 
performance speeds and coverage.

It’s the number one 
sports complex in Southern Utah, they average 
500+ devices connected on the weekends and 
during tournaments.
